THAT this House urges the Government of Yukon to work collaboratively with the
Government of Canada, the Government of the Northwest Territories, the Porcupine Caribou
Management Board, all affected First Nations in Yukon and the Northwest Territories, and
stakeholders, to develop a Porcupine Caribou Herd Harvest Management Strategy that
ensures to the greatest extent possible, the conservation and protection of the Porcupine
Caribou Herd.

THAT this House urges the Government of Yukon, the Government of Canada and Yukon
First Nation governments to develop a timely, inclusive process through the re-instated
Intergovernmental Forum to implement the recommendations of the Nine Year Review of
the Yukon Final Land Claims Agreements in order to ensure the spirit and intent of the land
claims agreements are fulfilled.

Hon. Mr. Kenyon (Motion #239)

THAT this House urges the Government of Yukon to continue to work with the Government
of Canada, First Nations, Yukon College, members of the business community and non-
governmental organizations to:

(1) enhance and develop labour market initiatives targeting First Nations, older workers,
youth, persons with disabilities and immigrants through measures such as
apprenticeship programs, the Youth Employment Program, the Yukon Nominee
Program, the Temporary Foreign Worker Program and other programs,

(2) develop a national recruiting campaign; and

(3) assist in the development of retention incentives for employers.

THAT this House urges the Government of Canada and its NATO allies to insist in the
strongest possible terms that the Government of Afghanistan fully honour its human rights
treaty obligations under international laws and demonstrate its commitment both in law and
in practice to respect, protect and enforce the equality rights of the women of Afghanistan or
face international sanctions.
